Assemblyman Darrel J. Aubertine to announce report detailing recent Jefferson County
Seasonal Resident survey results

BACKGROUND:

With funding assistance secured by New York State Assemblyman Darrel J. Aubertine’s office
(118th Assembly District), the 1000 Islands International Tourism Council recently initiated a
first-ever outreach to over 5,000 seasonal residents in Jefferson County. The effort included the
development of a newsletter and website, as well as a short survey, conducted in partnership
with the Northern New York Travel & Tourism Research Center. Although “summer people”
have been a fixture in waterfront communities for over 100 years, little research has been done
regarding their habits or opinions.

Over 1,200 seasonal residents returned the survey revealing interesting information about how
they use their seasonal home, view the community, and spend money in Jefferson County.
